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Our August book, Spies, by Michael Frayn, did not appeal to one member at all but two of us thought the Sunday Times
had got this book exactly right:, “a beautifully accomplished, richly nostalgic novel about supposed espionage seen
through the eyes of a small boy.” One or two members sensed Frayn the playwright “pulling, ever so gently, the leg” as
TV’s Monsieur Poirot confesses to Captain Hastings... Elements of farce, the odd cliff-hanger, a Hitchcockian touch of
horror and a few other theatrical fireworks Frayn couldn’t resist adding to the brew may have been for these members
several tricks too far! Grievances aside, most agreed that the book is beautifully written and well worth a read — we sug-
gest you don’t peer too closely at the plot, which creaks in places; instead, afford the book a little poetic licence and it
should reward you!

We are all looking for and finding different things in books and no book to date highlights this better than our Septem-
ber choice, Snow Geese by William Fiennes (a new young writer). Two members loved it for its quiet, gentle unfolding
of a convalescent’s quest for the secrets of a bird special to him as he follows its migratory route north. For them, it
seemed a birder’s delight with its carefully assembled knowledge of species and statistics, though one member had ex-
perienced information overload! However, three of us remained unimpressed by style or content, complaining about
banality, dialogue that we thought risible, and cringe-making purple passages about everyday objects and people which
become self-parody (“What we wanted was interesting people but what we got was the bird!”). So there you are:

a real mixed bag of views! What do you think?

When reviewers describe a book as “charming,” and the writer as “taking a little nugget of history and polishing it,” you
know this is one for the minor leagues and so it turned out with James Runcie’s The Colour of Heaven in October. We
pretty well universally agreed, I think, that, though the book has strengths: readability, religious and cultural diversity,
savvy about art and gems, and much else besides, its weaknesses are also immediately apparent. For example, we
bemoaned the lack of depth in characterisation, felt cheated by a “hazardous journey” to exotic lands which contained
no hazards apart from the temporary mislaying of some camels and which somehow never left the page, and some
unsuccessful cribbing from Rider Haggard’s She. One member described this as a holiday book to leave behind in the
hotel or cruise ship’s library!

If we agreed about nothing else, we all agreed that our November book, Miss Garnet’s Angel by Salley Vickers, would
make an excellent guide to Venice — and even its sternest critics conceded that it had been nicely written. After that,
everything was up for grabs! Half of us loved its cleverness, its subtle wit and gentle irony, its evocation of the cultural
richness and the religious mystery contained within its setting, and its intimate revelations of Miss Garnet’s psyche.

The other half of the club’s membership were disappointed by the author’s reluctance to develop the relationship be-
tween the two main figures beyond its initial stages and found the plot not very compelling and the ending a little too
convenient. They would probably have altered John Bayley’s judgement from “very kind, very funny” to “too kind, very
unfunny.” We leave it to you to decide! Mary Comer.

COSTA RICA WITH RALEIGH INTERNATIONAL

I don't think I can say this strongly enough - the Raleigh project in Costa Rica was Fantastic. Why the raging
enthusiasm? It's difficult to pinpoint one thing in particular that stood out as the deciding factor in the project's
general ‘fantasticness’, but as a whole it was very enjoyable, crammed with new experiences and extremely
rewarding.

What is Raleigh?

Raleigh describes itself as a 'Youth Development Charity’, and consequently puts a strong emphasis on inclusion,
team work, personal development and confidence building. To this end, the money that I and the other ‘venturers'
raised went towards not only paying our own costs, but the funding for the Host Country Participants and British
teenagers from the Motive8 programme, which helps young people from disadvantaged backgrounds in the UK
experience things they would otherwise not have access to.

What did we do?
As it worked out, the three projects I was assigned to were Conte Burika (an indigenous village in a patch of nigh-
inaccessible jungle on the Panamanian border), the Macho Trek (named after the Rio Macho, rather than as a
reflection of a masculine insecurity of some kind on the part of the participants), and Barva (a 2900m extinct vol-
cano smothered in cloud forest).

After an initial week of jungle training, we were considered fit to be sent forth to our various project locations.
My first project — Conte Burika — was satisfyingly hard, and unbelievably remote —so distant from ‘civilisation’
that the only access to the small village is by risking life and limb against the tide as you trek for a full day be-
tween the sea and a sheer cliff face. For me, working with Conte Burika' s inhabitants — the friendly and enthusi-
astic Guay'mi Indians — has probably been the highlight of my travels thus far. Although they spoke Spanish, it
was their second language and consequently co-ordination of our building project (a community and healthcare post
built in the rather rough-and-ready local style) was made rather... interesting.., when our interpreter fell
extremely ill and it was left o my unreliable Spanish, the equally incomplete English of an El Salvadorean partici-
pant and our very quiet foreman, Sebastian, o work out exactly what had to be done and when. The jungle, how-
ever, was not done with me yet — my next project (the Macho Trek) led us along the Rio Macho towards the
Pacific Coast - a hike that took us just over two weeks,
during which time we scrambled after Don German (our
Father Christmaslookalike guide) through the jungle,
crossed worryingly creaky rope bridges, forded rivers,
scaled unpleasantly steep mountains and finally arrived, &
exhausted, at the beach. 'Exhilaration’ just didn't do the E
feeling justice.

After that the jungle beckoned once more, and I was led
away to the mist-shrouded slopes of the Barva volcano.
Where we blistered our hands digging a path and heaving
bags of gravel up the muddy slope, retreating every night
to the relative comfort of the nearby ranger

station. We were relied upon to finish this project, and , :
despite adversity we managed it. : Digging gravel at Barva

Reflecting afterwards, I wondered why exactly I had enjoyed the project so much —a combination of factors all
contributed to the overall experience to make those ten weeks one of the best times in my life. Consequently, I
would like to thank all the people in and around Llanfair who dug into their pockets and sponsored my involvement
in this project —without those generous souls, I would never have experienced all that I have in the sunny climes
of Costa Rica. Thank you. All of you! Alex Lewis.
