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NATURE NOTES

"At last," | thought, "doing these notes will make me keep some sort of a record of what happens
when in the world round here". But it's not as simple as that. In February and early March new life
showed itself slowly. The spear-head leaves of wild arum, the greenery of honeysuckle and wild
gooseberry and the buds of that nuisance goose grass, that will stick itself over everything later on,
appeared along the hedgerows. Willow, hazel, sycamore and elder trees showed colour and the
beech beds got ready to burst with their sharply pleated and brilliantly green leaves. Bluebell
spikes pushed up through dead leaves - ferns uncurled in the woods, white violets opened by the
church gate and cowslips were budding along the lane to Llanfair. Then | lost track - suddenly
everything seemed to be pushing up and over and through everything else in a race and a rush to
show itself and all we could do was marvel at the lushness of it all and forget about trying to line
things up in a tidy order!

After the quietness of such a grimly
cold winter, spring seems to make
itself felt with sound as much as with
colour. There is something about the
chink of a great tit on a fresh sunny
morning that triggers for me a feeling
of such intense hope and happiness
that must come from way back
somewhere. Mornings throb with the
cooing of pigeons and the drumming of
woodpeckers. The hummmm of
insects revving up again - bees busy in
a pussy-willow tree heavy and yellow
with pollen. Little migrants like warblers
and chiffchaffs are more readily heard than seen. A cock pheasant
shouts loudly, and there he is showing himself off on a bank, bronze
and holly-green, red and white burnished and brilliant in the sun. | read
somewhere that the more varied a thrush's repertoire, the better the bird as a mate. So, no novice
that one, he doesn't repeat himself nearly so often - much more experience and imagination - he's
the one for me!

And of course the bleating of new lambs - the first tiny cry that pulls at one’s insides and speaks
for all baby things and then becomes part of the background noise of living here along with
chainsaws, barking dogs and low aeroplanes.

The year starts for me with the taste of a hawthorn bud - “bread and cheese” we called it and we
could have a wish too. Nettles are tasty when young if you happen to have some rubber gloves in
your pocket when you think of picking them, wood sorrel has such a sharp lemony taste and the
leaf-buds of hog-weed make a lovely vegetable sweated in butter like spinach.

Perhaps the coldness of last winter has kicked plants into an extra need to seed or perhaps it's just
suited some of them, but the blackthorn blossom has been amazing - as was the hawthorn last
year - wild violets have appeared where I've not seen them before, dotting the edges of paths with
purple and | came upon a crab apple tree so thick with flower | couldn’t see the branches - will it be
a good year for fruit? Philippa Boast.



BOOK CLUB

Our March 2011 book, Salmon Fishing in the Yemen
by Paul Torday, was a stylish, cleverly put together
debut — virtually all of us went along with that.

Theme: a project to introduce salmon and the sport of
salmon fishing to Arabia, with “no unreasonable
financial constraints.” Original? I’ll say! One of us
thought it “a silly book™ and a couple of us described it
as “just okay;” but, really, the rest of us found
enjoyment on several levels. We liked the progressive,
whisky-tippling sheikh and keen fisherman; we agreed
with the Daily Telegraph that this is “a feel-good
comedy with surprising bite;” and we felt sympathy for
Dr Alfred Jones, initially so grey and stereotypical that
you could lose him in the detail but later to blossom
into something much more human. Finally, we
relished the satire on spin-doctoring and the sudden
political waves which can all too often sink a scheme
just when it’s gaining some success.

In our April novel, The Piano Tuner by Daniel Mason,
another debut novel (though one would never have
guessed), Edgar Drake is commissioned by the War
Office in 1886 to travel to the jungles of Burma to tune
a rare grand piano belonging to Surgeon-Major
Anthony Carroll. The words “seductive, haunting,
spell-binding, richly imagined” all feature in the
reviews at its publication in 2002 and we wouldn’t
disagree with any of them.

Helen, who had just trekked across parts of Burma
in the company of H.E. Bates’ Squadron-Leader
Forester (The Purple Plain), was getting a double
dose and also thought the tale “enchanting”. Two of
us would have preferred another ending but,
otherwise, as Rob said, “It has believability about it
— it has all the hallmarks of late Victorian
eccentricity”.

Our May 2011 book, which is a novel of lesbian
love by Patricia Highsmith, concerns a woman who
loses custody of her child because of the woman’s
sexual identity. First published as The Price of
Salt, in the 1950s under the name Claire Morgan
after the book was originally rejected, it was
reissued in 1993 as Carol and over a million copies
sold. None of the eleven of us enjoyed it. We
thought that, in terms of asserting gay rights,
Highsmith was brave to seek to publish; but that
didn’t make the book or its characters any more
likeable. We found ourselves unable to empathise
with the central figures, who seemed to us cold and
shallow, and — considering the needs and future of a
child were at stake — disproportionately bent on
immediately gratifying their own wishes.
Inevitably, perhaps, the book had a dated feel about
it. Judith summed up our thoughts for us when she
said, “I gave up on it. There are so many other
lovely books waiting to be read”. Mary Comer.

The WI party coincided with World Book Night this
year, and Marilyn was lucky enough to be one of the
people who had 48 books to give away. Some older

members of our community were given copies of
Dissolution, a book much enjoyed by many of the Book
Club members, and part of a series by C J Sansom set
in Tudor England. The books are meant to be passed on
once read, so why not see if there is a copy floating
around in the community and see if you enjoy it too?

LETTER TO THE EDITOR

I have been watching the oil prices rise dramatically this year and have also been interested to see how other villages
have managed to reduce these prices by banding together and ordering oil in bulk.
I am not aware of such a system running locally but would be willing to try to see if we could make one work.
The idea of the system is that we band together and find out approximately how much oil we use in a year. We then
give this figure to local oil suppliers and see who will be willing to offer the best price to supply all of us when we
required it. This would not impact on how much you could buy or when you buy your oil, it would simply be giving
all our custom to one supplier for a year and therefore making it worth their while to offer us a percentage reduction
on the cost of the oil. Prices would still vary throughout the year but hopefully we could keep an eye on them and
email when prices were relatively low. Any percentage decrease to the cost must be helpful.
If anyone is interested in trying to do this over the coming year then please send me the following information:

The months you would normally buy your oil or at least how many times in a year you would buy it.

If this does not
work then we have lost nothing but I am hoping that some savings will come our way. For every reduction of one

penny on a litre on a 2000 gallon tank we would save £21 including VAT.

Bees and Boots!

Well what a spring we have had for bees. Our hives
have been full of activity. The queens have been laying
up to a thousand eggs a day. The workers have been
busy drawing out the foundation sheet of wax that we
give them into their amazing hexagonal cells. These
cells are used for three purposes, one is for the queen to
lay eggs in, one egg per cell which hatches into a
worker bee. Other cells are used for the storage of
honey and finally a third slightly larger cell where
infertile eggs are laid, and guess what! They become
drones (the men of the hive). The women workers work
non stop; they begin by cleaning their own cell they
were hatched in, polishing it till it gleams, then they get
on with raising the young, feeding the grubs pollen and
when they are big enough sealing them in with a
breatheable wax capping and leaving them to turn into
bees. They then begin the task of storing the nectar,
evaporating the excess water off and sealing these cells
with an air tight capping to preserve the honey. Finally,
they take on the work of going out to collect the nectar,
working themselves to death within three weeks. The
drones on the other hand do little! They hang around
their own hive eating the stores and visiting other hives
for a quick chat!

There is one other cell that is made by the workers, a
queen cell. This is far larger than any other cell and
hangs downwards on the frames. The queen lays a
fertile egg in it but on this occasion the grub is fed with
royal jelly, a creamy white substance. This time when it
is capped over with wax the grub turns into a queen, a
bee with a larger body than the other workers. She
emerges as a virgin and soon takes one of her only
flights into the sky. Suddenly the drones wake up, off
they all go on a mating flight and about twenty of the

drones may get lucky and mate with her. She returns to
the hive and soon starts laying her eggs. The only other
time she will fly is when the hive is big and strong with
bees and stores and then she flies off with half the
worker bees (about 30,000 of them). The sky turns
black and the noise is unmistakeable. The swarm settles
in a tree branch if we are lucky and then along comes
the beekeeper to collect them before they fly off to their
final home. At least that is how it should work.

The other day I went to collect a swarm which had not
quite gone according to plan. They had settled in
various locations and seemed unsure of where the
queen was so [ decided to collect all the clusters of bees
and put them together in one box. All was going well. |
was carrying branches of a bush with clusters of a few
thousand bees in each cluster and was tapping them off
into a hive. Unfortunately one cluster decided that they
no longer wanted to carry on hanging on to the branch
and let go. At that moment my right foot was
underneath and my Wellington boot made a lovely
shoot for them down to my foot. Bees don’t normally
sting when they are swarming but trapped in my boot
with my foot wasn’t their idea of a good place to die so
the stinging started! I think I would have won the wellie
throwing contest at any country fair!

I am hopeful that the queen wasn’t in that group of bees
and they are now all carefully homed in a new hive.
Our local beekeeping group is still swelling in numbers
and we are all on a steep learning curve on how to keep
bees. Even after thirty odd years I still learn new things
all the time about these amazing creatures.

Mostly they make you smile, sometimes they make you
want to cry but at the end of the day the first taste of the
new year’s honey makes you want to scream with joy!
Not long now and I will be filling these empty jars!!!!
